SALT LAKE CITY, Utah — The U.S. Navy has awarded L3Harris
Technologies a five-year, $496 million contract to deliver
prototype tactical jamming pods designed to extend U.S. air
superiority, the company said in a Dec. 21 release.

The company will deliver eight operational pods to the Naval
Air Systems Command for fleet assessment, and additional test
assets for airworthiness and design verification. The NGJ-LB
pods will be flown on the EA-18G Growler and continue the
Navy’s plan to address operational gaps and replace the aging
ALQ-99 Tactical Jamming System pods operating in the low
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frequency spectrum.
